Butterfly materials
Potential sampling methods that can be carried out:

· A fixed-route walk (sometimes known as a transect)

· Recording butterflies along the route on a regular (e.g. weekly) basis

· Ensuring that the sampling takes place under reasonable weather conditions for a number of years

· Routes are chosen to sample the habitat types and management activity on sites evenly
· Transects are typically about 2-4km long, taking between 45 minutes and 2 hours to walk
· Butterflies are recorded in a fixed width band (typically 5m wide) along the transect

· Transect walks are undertaken generally between 10.45am and 3.45pm only when weather conditions are suitable for butterfly activity

· Butterfly activity takes place when there are dry conditions, a low wind speed, and with a temperature 13°C or greater if there is at least 60% sunshine, or more than 17°C if overcast
